
Swivel offers at least three types of graphs: Line, Bar and HBar  (Bar is a vertical/column bar) 
Swivel offers three different scales: (1) Absolute (No scaling), (2) Relative to Average (where -100% is the minimum), and (3) “Relative to Range”
