POWER FROM OTHERS (100-300): 1. Failing to respond to assigned challenges by due
(Rating-1)*Weight*100 for a single child. date/time. [Respond to all assigned challenges]

E.g., Rating=4, Weight=.9, Power Change=270 2. Creating a hurried, poorly-planned post.
